~ SERVING FROM THE HEART ~ Stewards of Gifts & Grace 

 

I had the very great privilege the other day to visit a mother in the hospital as she held her new-
born daughter in her arms. The mother’s radiant smile of joy filled the room as I carefully lifted 
the child into the crook of my arm (after sanitizing my hands at the door!) in preparation to pray 
over and bless her.  Conscious of the holiness of that moment, I spoke to the mother saying, “This 
child has come straight from the heart of God.  And God has chosen you and your husband to be 
stewards of her life, to raise her and care for her with all the love and wisdom and strength that 
you have…”  The mother nodded with full understanding.  She knew her daughter was not her 
own.  She knew her daughter belonged wholly to the God who brought her into this world--and 
who would receive her into the Everlasting Arms when her life on earth was over… 
Merriam/Webster’s Dictionary defines Stewardship in this way:

Biblical stewardship begins with the truth that all we have--including our bodies--has been en-
trusted to us and belongs wholly to the God who gave us life.  How we manage our lives and all 
our (so-called) possessions--including our relationships to others--is something we will be held 
accountable for when we stand at last in God’s Presence. That is what  stewardship means.  A 
steward holds something that belongs to someone else and manages that something until the 
owner requires an accounting. So, are you living your life as if your earnings, your possessions 
and even your relationships belonged exclusively to your own disposing?  That would be a false 
thing to lift up one’s soul to. Yet that is exactly what the world teaches as “the truth…” 
 

When we present our “bodies” to God--meaning all that we are and have--we open every part of 
our lives to God’s blessing.  God wants to bless and sanctify every aspect of our lives but most of 
us only present God with a part of who we are and what we have.  We want to be in charge of the 
rest, which deprives us--and our livelihood--from being fully blessed.  It’s like being given a great 
gift that lies waiting to be unwrapped as we struggle with all the heart-ache and anxiety that goes 
along with being “the lords and owners” of our lives…

God has a better plan in mind for us.  It’s called stewardship.  Not ownership.  Because we’re not 
truly “ lords and owners.”  We’re servants--in Christ.

What do you think of as the opposite, or as the antonym of service?  Obligation perhaps?  Joyless 
commitment? 
 

In the scriptures we discover that this word stems from being a servant or a slave.  It refers to be-
ing in another's service.

What changes when we think of our service to God and for God?  Do we desire to be servants of 
the Master who calls, saying "Follow me!."  Do we have a joyful confidence that Christ has a place 
for us on his 'mission team?” Do we experience the comfort of knowing no job is too small?  Jesus 
needs everyone of us.   
 

In Scripture, the word heart seems to unite mind and body, mind and spirit, to describe a holistic 
allegiance or faithfulness.  In the old and new testaments alike we are commanded to, "Love the 
Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind...".   The heart was the 
holding place of wisdom, commitment and integrity.  For us a healthy heart is not a divided or a 
hardened heart.  It is the holding place of joy and sorrow, sincerity and hope. 
 

We learn from life's journeys.  Our experiences teach and guide us.  A shared journey builds rela-
tionships and personal strengths may be newly discovered.   Our shared journey as a congrega-
tion enhances our discovery process as well as provides opportunities to share gifts and talents.  
All this, so that we may be the hands and feet of Christ, the body of Christ, for this time and 
through this place and to the glory of God.
